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The Graduate School does not require a specific style for notes, references, or bibliography. However, usage should be consistent for all entries. The candidate should use the style of a particular standard scholarly journal in his or her discipline. The Graduate School checks all manuscripts for correct and consistent usage within the chosen style. Failure to document references in a consistent and acceptable style necessitates that the manuscript be returned without review.
Your references must take on a form that is accepted by the Graduate School and your department.  The form of references will vary greatly.  Check with the Graduate School Editorial Office concerning the proper form of your references.  You need to press the Enter key twice after each reference to provide double spacing between entries.  Information concerning the reference page can be found in the “Mechanics Applicable to All Reference Systems” section of the Guide for Preparing Theses and Dissertations provided by the Graduate School.
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
